Connecting the Scanner to Your Computer  
 

1. There are two cords packaged with the scanner.  Connect the power cord and USB cable to the 
back of the scanner as illustrated below.

·  Ensure that the scanner is detected by the RemoteScan by clicking on the Settings tab.  Check that 
the Default Scanner  indicates that the Scanner is Online  (Figure 1).  If not, please ensure that the 
scanner is on, has a power supply, and is connected to your computer.   

 
Restart the RemoteScan application and check these settings again.  If they have not changed, try 
restarting the computer.

·  Ensure a working internet connection. Test the connection by first hitting the “Test Connections” 

button.  This will attempt to refresh any changed settings. You may also attempt to visit a 
webpage such as www.criticalcontrol.com.  If the webpage is not accessible, please contact your 
IT department and alert them to the situation. If you are behind a firewall the firewall may be 
blocking the address; verify this with your IT department.

The 3 settings above will be configured by CriticalControl, there will be no need to change any information 
it is purely used for troubleshooting purposes by IT. If they are changed, you may not be able to transfer 
images back to CriticalControl and your batches will not be read. 
 
Use Schedule: This will be used in the event that network traffic during the day for your office is high.  
You can set this schedule to only allow transfers during a time of your choice. 
 
Ftp Retries: This determines the maximum amount of tries to send your images before it marks the batch 
as failed. If you have a poor connection you may consider raising this number significantly. 
 
Ftp Retry Length: The amount of time between failed connection attempts. 
 
Default Scanner: This is the scanner that will be used for all your chart scanning. If more then one 
scanner is connected to the computer please make sure this list has the correct one selected. 
 
Image Location: The location in which the images will be saved to the computer. If you do not have admin 
rights to save to c:\Images please select a location of your choice. Default will always be C:\Images 
 
If you change any of these settings you MUST click the “Save Settings” button to ensure these changes 
will load upon the next run of the program. 
 

 
·  Occasionally the Remote Scan program will pick up a different Scanner than is supplied by 

CriticalControl Services.   To remedy the situation, ensure that the scanner has power and is properly 
connected and choose it from the drop down menu on the Settings  page of the Remote Scan 
program (Figure 2) and click “Save Settings” followed by “Test Connections”. If you get connection 
errors please restart the Remote Scan program and try again.  If the problem persists, contact your IT 
department to adjust the settings of your secondary scanner.

Batch number :  A unique number given to a group of charts that were scanned. This number is: 
 
YYYY MM DD followed by a 3 or 4 digit number indicating the batch number for the day. 
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Transfers Tab  
 

When a batch of charts has been scanned, it will appear in the transfers tab. It will display the appropriate 
batch number, a corresponding status bar and status. 
 

 
 
There will be a listing of all batches scanned or unsent during the current session of the Remote Scan 
software. Below is a list of the status’s 
 

Pending : The images are waiting to transfer.  
 
Processing : Your batch is being sent.  
 
Timed Out : Your batch has failed to transfer and must manually be restarted (if the timeout period 
has been exceeded). Do this by right clicking on the batch in question and choosing “Resend Batch 
######”  
 
Completed : Indicates the entire batch has been sent, this will also have a full progress bar to 
accompany it. 

 
The settings tab will contain all the connection information that will interact with the transfers tab. 
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Error during RemoteScan  

 
When scanning a batch and an error occurs you can either create a new batch from remaining charts or 
scan charts into a pre-existing batch.  To begin this process go to “Chart Rescan tab” 
 

 
 

 
General Procedure: 
 

1. Resolve issue that caused failure 
2. Select appropriate client id from list. 
3. Enter batch number that charts belong to. 
4. The starting chart should be the chart that needs to be rescanned or one greater than the number 

of charts in the batch if charts were missing. 
 
Note:  If you receive an error stating “Batch does not exist for client” first ensure you are entering the 
correct batch number or contact ProStream Support . 
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 Errors and troubleshooting:  
 

1. If charts create a paper jam the following message will appear:   
 

 
 

Simply open scanner and un-jam papers and select retry. 
 

2. If connection to scanner has become compromised the following message will be displayed: 
 

 

 
 
This can be fixed by inserting cable into scanner again and selecting Ok to resume. 
 

3. If no charts exist in scanner and accidentally hit scan the following message will appear:
